At Deepcar St John’s CofE Junior
School, we believe that the study of
languages prepares pupils to partici-
pate in a rapidly changing world.

The process of learning a foreign lan-
guage reinforces fluency and under-
standing of grammar, sentence struc-
ture and accurate pronunciation. We
aim for pupils to leave school with the
skills to be effective users of basic
French language showing an under-
standing and respect for different cul-
tures in our local, national and global
communities.

All children are taught French by their
class teacher once a week. We have
created a curriculum to meet the
needs of our children using a mix of
the ilanguages and kapow schemes
of work. Skills build up year on year.

Lower Key Stage 2

All units cover grammar, speaking and
listening, reading and writing. The
main focus is on speaking and listen-
ing, then progressing onto reading,
alongside spoken language and then
finally writing. Through the units, key
words and phrases are revisited and
used through all the year groups. We
begin with a focus on single words
and pronunciation, then progressing
onto phrases, simple sentences and
then finally onto longer and more com-
plex sentences.
